Christ is risen, and again and again love has the final 
word.  Alleluia!  Even as we celebrate this persisting 
truth, I encourage you to take the opportunity to 
observe the Triduum — the  three  days  beginning on        

the night of Jesus’ arrest and continuing to sunrise on Resurrection 
Sunday—and reflect on what the cross and the empty tomb mean for 
us even now.   

 It’s time to check in on those New Year’s resolutions.  What did 
you decide to try in 2021, and how is it coming?   I made a commitment 
to journal for at least ten minutes every day, a practice that I love but 
is often the first to be pushed off when I’m tired or overwhelmed.

This 
past year has taught us that physical proximity is an indispensable 
means of connection.   We have also learned that we can build deep, 
abiding relationships using technology when sharing space is not 
possible.  Because of this, we will continue offering opportunities for 
digital engagement including a livestream worship service; Zoom 
capability for church meetings and gatherings; and other online 
offerings that we will communicate to you as they arise. 
 

 To do this, we will continue to rely on you to use the best 
practices we have had in place these many months: continue wearing 
masks while in the building. Practice social distancing from others 
outside your household. Sing only in your heart for the time being. Sign 
up for the vaccine if and when you are eligible, especially to protect 
those in our family who cannot receive it. I am bursting with hope that 
even these protocols will become a memory, soon and very soon; until 
then, we must continue in faith.
